Grossmann overdrog mere end 180 fotografier fra
Feroerne til Royal Geographical Society i London, hvor de har ligget upaag-
tet. Mange af dem prasenteres her ledsaget af forklarende tekst. Billederne
udger den zldste substantielle samling af fotografier taget pa Feroerne,
inklusive de tidligst kendte fra udeerne Mykines, Svinoy og Fugloy.

In 1894, German-born medical doctor Karl Grossmann of Liverpool,
England, visited the Faroe Islands. He took a large number of photographs
used in lectures in Copenhagen and London - the former not without
subsequent controversy. Grossmann gifted more than 180 photographs
from the Faroe Islands to the Royal Geographical Society in London where
they lay unnoticed. Many of these, along with an explanatory text, are
presented here. The images constitute the oldest substantial collection of
photographs from the archipelago, including the earliest known from the
remote islands of Mykines, Svinoy and Fugloy.
